refereeing pathway is back bigger in 2010. 

This year the AVRC are expecting more nominations from more schools in 2010 so make sure you start 

to get young referees at your school ready to impress the assessors at AVSC. 

 

The criteria to apply is as follows” 

·        Currently accredited on the AVRC database 

·        Refereeing in either honours or Division 1 

·        Must have some refereeing experience 

·        Must be willing to work with a mentor in your State 

·        Must be willing to attend an AVF event (all expenses paid) the following year

THINGS TO DO... 

• Referee accreditation courses. If you have larger numbers you can work with your State 

Volleyball Association to run a course at your school or join with another school for greater 

efficiency. One of the biggest issues for schools at the end of the year is making sure they have 

enough qualified referees, try to get this underway now to avoid last minute stress.  

• Accommodation and transport – Have they been booked?  

• Suggest some fundraising ideas to students, with just over 3 months to go, you still have some 

time left to raise the money required to participate in AVSC. 

• Banner Design - The school with the best banner will win a cool prize! 

• Remind all your players that they need to register with the State Volleyball Association to be 

eligible to play at AVSC. Speak to your State Association about the different memberships 

available.    

• If you are interested or you have interested students, parents or other teachers wanting to 

officiate Honours Division, make sure you get them to contact your State Coordinator for the 

nearest Honours Assessor, so they can get assessed. Remember, there are fines for schools 

competing in Honours Divisions that do not have the appropriate level referee. 

• Purchase your optional Carbon Credits at the time of online nominations, to make sure that 

your team/school are reducing their ‘Carbon Footprint’ on the environment by their 

participation in the Schools Cup.
